Please find enclosed a brief description of work performed for the period between from 

February 1st to February 28th, 2025. 

 

General Drainage concerns 

 

1) The contractor requested by some landowners along the Rochon municipal drain 

continued to clean the ditch bottom until reaching the 800 west side road where 

the services were requested, but an error by the locator did not indicate the 

section along this road where we have to replace an access culverts. We had to 

stop this maintenance work until getting either a clearance or where services are 

to prevent breaking service supplies. The large snowfall also made it very difficult 

to continue this work. To continue would be much more costly having to remove 

snow before getting to the spoils in the drain. I decided to stop this work until 

better conditions come later to install the replace the access culvert before the 

owner needs to enter in the field this spring. 

 

2) I assisted the finance department by reviewing the assessment schedules to 
assess cost for the municipal drains where 2024 maintenance work completion. 
We sent some municipal drains schedules where work in the Nation affected 
neighbouring municipalities upstream of the Nation are part of the watershed. 
There was 40 schedules to review for work completion or engineer’s report 
completion for 2024. They have access to information of the properties in their 
municipalities to update the schedules so that we can use it to apply for 
maintenance grant. 
 

3) We received a few land severances request, and sent recommendations/ 
comments to have engineer’s report updated during the severance procedures to 
keep assessment schedule up to date to be able to keep performing 
maintenance with actual data to assess fair cost shares for each parcel of land 
as required by the Ontario Drainage Act.  
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4) We are still active inspecting preparation work along the Cobb’s Lake Creek. The 

contractor as hauled some rock protection material that we have to receive and 

accept grading. The contractor as shown to be difficult to deal with procedures 

and cost payment for items mostly looking for every extra possible. We will have 

to be even more diligent and present onsite to gather as much information when 

the contractor is working to be able to justify was as been done, and what should 

not be paid out. The information we gather are shared with the appointed 

engineer so they can process payment certificates as they determine fair as per 

the contract modalities. The engineers will be required to spend more time than 

estimated making this part of managing this contact more costly to keep the cost 

of construction lower. The contractor seems to be over surveying the site for the 

time being. I made it clear with the surveyors that they need to take in account 

where the centre line and the existing width of the drain and the report profile to 

follow. The GPS can only do so much, and onsite measurements are required 

moving upstream. We have to be very meticulous onsite to make sure the 

contractor does not over excavate the ditch banks relying on a false alignment. 

We are working in close contact with the appointed engineering firm to make 

sure all information is verified before any change of orders or extra work are 

attempted to be charged to the drain.

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2024 Annual Performance Report for the Limoges Wastewater Facility 

 

a) A summary and interpretation of all Influent, monitoring data, and a review of the historical 
trend of the sewage characteristics and flow rates. 

The average daily flow of wastewater entering the Limoges Wastewater Facility in 2024 was 1443m3/day. 
This represents 41% of the average day design capacity rated at 3500m3/day. The maximum daily flow of 
wastewater entering the Limoges facility was 2560 m3 during the month of August and the minimum was 
867 m3 in January. 

See Appendix I, for a summary of all the Influent monitoring. 

b) A summary and interpretation of all Final Effluent monitoring data, including concentration, 
flow rates, loading and a comparison to the design objectives and compliance limits in the 
Approval, including an overview of the success and adequacy of the Works. 

See Appendix II, this includes all the effluent sampling results and loadings of required ECA parameters. 

c) A summary of any deviation from the monitoring schedule and reasons for the current 
reporting year and a schedule for the next reporting year. 

- The surface water sample table “Schedule D” as per ECA 9447-B3AL5X was sampled during    
2024, no deviations to report. 

Please see Appendix III for the schedule of 2025. 

d) A summary of all operating issues encountered, and corrective actions taken. 
 
During the 2024 operating year, the treatment facility functioned without significant operational 
disruptions. However, there were instances of non-compliance with effluent limits for specific parameters. 
These exceedances were primarily related to Total Ammonia and Total Suspended Solids (TSS). 
Detailed results and analysis of these non-compliances are provided in Appendix II. 
 
To address these challenges, our operational staff conducted additional sampling throughout the 
treatment process to better understand the contributing factors. Additionally, we have engaged a new 
process engineer to implement strategies aimed at mitigating future exceedances and improving overall 
compliance. 
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As part of our long-term improvement plan, an Assimilative Capacity Study is currently being conducted 
for the Castor River to evaluate its ability to handle the treated effluent while maintaining environmental 
standards.

These reports reflect our commitment to transparency and regulatory compliance. We are actively 
working on corrective actions to ensure consistent adherence to all effluent quality standards moving 
forward. 
 
e) A summary of all normal and emergency repairs and maintenance activities carried out on any 
major structure, equipment, apparatus or mechanism forming part of the Works. 

In addition to regular preventative maintenance, the following operational duties were performed. 

 January, 
- Scada antenna radio at SPS#2, 3, 4 and 6 were upgraded with newer system, including new 

PLC for monitoring at the Water Treatment Plant 
- Electrical transfer switch was installed at SPS #2 for the new generator. Generator system was 

tested and commissioned. 
 

 March, 
- Replaced an Alternating switch for the pumps at SPS #7. 

 
 May, 
- Cleaned all SPS with Nation’s personnel and hydrovac truck 

 
 June,  
- Cleaned and inspect BioCord East at Limoges Lagoon. 
 
 September, 
-  Flush and cleaning of all sanitary sewer lines in Limoges with Nation’s personnel and hydrovac  truck.

f) A summary of any effluent quality assurance or control measures undertaken. 

Monitoring and recording of Effluent was taken during the 2024 period and the results are presented in 
the Analytical survey 2024, see Appendix II. 

An average of 260 mg/L of coagulant (Aluminium sulphate) was the dosage added to the inlet wastewater 
pipe for the Limoges wastewater facility this year. 

Additional in-house sampling was performed throughout the treatment process to identify all process are 
performing well. Ammonia levels are still a challenge in 2024, and we are still working towards a solution 
to improved results in 2025.  

g) A summary of the calibration and maintenance carried out on all Influent and Final Effluent 
monitoring equipment to ensure that the accuracy is within the tolerance of that equipment as 
required in this Approval or recommended by the manufacturer.

h) A summary of efforts made to achieve the design objectives in this Approval, including an 
assessment of the issues and recommendations for pro-active actions if any are required under 
the following situations:

We are now at 41% of the rated inflow capacity of 3500m3/day.   
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i) A tabulation of the estimated volume of the sludge generated in the lagoon cells. Sludge volume 
is to be measured every five (5) years but may be estimated in the interim years. A summary of 
disposal locations and volumes of sludge disposed of must also be provided if sludge was 
disposed of during the reporting period. 

The wastewater total influent flow and the average quality of parameters was used to calculate the 
amount of sludge produced in 2024. 

 

As per this table a total of 120233 Kg of sludge was produced in 2024. 

Maintenance for the removal of the sludge in the settling cell is scheduled for 2025.

No complaints received.

a) A summary and interpretation of all monitoring data and a comparison to the effluent limits 
outlined in Condition 6, including an overview of the success and adequacy of the works; 

The average daily flow (ADF) of wastewater entering the St Albert Wastewater facility was 473 m3/Day. 
This represents 66% of the average day design capacity rated at 720m3/day. The maximum daily flow of 
wastewater entering the St Albert facility was 906 m3/day during month of January and the minimum was 
177 m3/day in October. 

During the Spring Discharge a total of 172 173 m3 of Effluent was discharged for a period of 41 days. 

The wastewater treatment at the St-Albert Wastewater Facility did not encounter any major problem 
during the year 2024.  

Monitoring and analytical parameters  

1) Total Nitrogen (Kjeldahl)  

The TKN concentration of the raw sewage varied from 13.3 mg/L in January to 51.0 mg/L in October. The 
monthly average concentration of raw sewage is 36.6 mg/L. 

2) Total Ammonia  

The Ammonia average concentration for the Treated Effluent was 0.23 mg/L. 

The Annual loading of total Ammonia average during the 2024 discharge was 40 Kg. This is below the 
loading limit of 2628 Kg/month specified in the ECA. 

3) Total Phosphorus 

The Total Phosphorus concentration of the raw sewage varied from 1.24 mg/L in January to 6.14 mg/L in 
October. The monthly average concentration was 4.0 mg/L. 

The Treated Effluent concentration of Total Phosphorus averaged 0.39 mg/L. The Effluent limit is 1.0 
mg/L. 

The annual loading of total phosphorus during discharge was 67 Kg. This is below the loading limit of 131 
Kg/month specified in the ECA. 
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4) Biological Oxygen Demand (BOD5) 

BOD5 average concentration of raw sewage varied from 61 mg/L in July to 468 mg/L in August with an 
average of 159.2 mg/L. 

4) Carbonaceous Biological Oxygen Demand (CBOD5) 

The Treated Effluent concentration averaged 0 mg/L, which is below the Effluent limit of 30 mg/L. 

The annual loading of CBOD5 during the 2024 discharge period was 0 Kg. This is below the loading limit 
of 3942 Kg/month specified in the ECA. 

5) Suspended Solids 

The TSS concentration in the raw sewage varied from 66 mg/L in May to 400 mg/L in October with a 
monthly average concentration of 166.9 mg/L. 

The annual loading of TSS during the 2023 discharge period was 581 Kg in March and 1201 Kg in April. 
This is below the loading limit of 3942 Kg/month specified in the ECA. 

6) H2S 

The treated effluent concentration of H2S averaged 0.01 mg/L, during discharge. 

The annual loading of hydrogen sulphide for the treated effluent was 1 Kg during the month of March and 
1 Kg in April. This is below the loading limits of 42 Kg in March and 117 Kg in April, specified in the ECA.

To help maintain a compliant effluent, a flow based dosage of 318 mg/L of coagulant “Aluminum Sulfate” 
was injected at the inlet of the lagoon. 

Prior to discharge we also start the Blower for the aeration system of Cell “D”. The aeration helps to thaw 
the ice cover and provide off gassing of sulfide, which results in a better effluent.

1) Operation and Maintenance 

St-Bernardin wastewater facility is being monitored for the daily average flow of raw sewage and effluent 
in m3.

2) Weekly inspection required; visually inspect panels and wet well. 

A weekly inspection program is followed by the Nation Municipality Wastewater Operators. 

 Electric panel and cabinets are inspected for any damage, water infiltration and ambient 
temperature inside cabinet during winter months, weekly 

 Pumps, Milltronic’s are tested and maintained, weekly. 

 Visual inspection of all tanks and wet wells are inspected. weekly 

 Floats and alarms are tested and maintained, monthly. 

Both Wet wells are monitored with a SCADA system “MISSION COMMUNICATION”. 

 

3) The septic tanks will be pumped out once every year. The sewage pumps will be inspected 
every year. 

The septic tanks were pumped out during the month of May; a total of 15 000 gallons of sludge was 
removed. The Nation municipality personnel did the removal of sludge, which they disposed of at the St-
Isidore Lagoon. 

Both wet wells were cleaned and pumped out in June and September. The Nation municipality personnel 
performed the work. 
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4) The sewer lines will be cleaned out every second year. 

The gravity sewer lines were cleaned in May 2024. 

5) The grass over the septic tile beds will be maintained during the growing season by mowing 
once per week. 

The grass over the septic beds was maintained during the growing season. 

6) Keeping the access clear to all pumps and chamber throughout the year. 

Snow removal was maintained during the 2024 period, access was clear for the facility. 

7) As per conditional approval from the MOEE, 5 piezometers will be sampled twice per year and 
analyzed for certain parameters. 

The Nation municipality personnel and the engineering firm EXP. perform the St-Bernardin wastewater 
facility ground water monitoring program. A report will be sent to EOHU and MECP from the firm 
mentioned, summarizing the ground water sampling and Analysis conducted throughout the year. 

8) The no-name creek will be sampled twice per year at the down gradient location and the 
Caledonia creek will be sampled at the upstream side. The samples collected will be analyzed for 
certain parameters. 

The no-name and the Caledonia creek are sampled twice per year (spring and fall) only biannually, based 
on the memorandum letter dated April 15th, 2008, from MECP. EXP and the Nation municipality personnel 
are responsible for all data and sampling analysis and correspondence with EOHU and MECP.

The average daily flow of wastewater entering the St-Isidore facility was 357 m3/day in 2024.   

The average treated Effluent daily flow was 6207 m3/day during the 29 days period of discharge from May 
6th to June 3rd, 2024. Totalizing 179994 m3. 

The Wastewater Lagoon Treatment Facility did not encounter any major challenges during 2024.

a) A summary and interpretation of all raw sewage and effluent monitoring data and a comparison 
to effluent objectives outlined in Condition 5, including an overview of the success and adequacy 
of the works. 

The volumes of the final effluent are estimated using the run times and theoretical pump rates. The 
average daily flow (ADF) of wastewater entering the Fournier Wastewater Facility was 67.9 m3/Day from 
January to December 2024. 

The average treated effluent daily flow was 95.1 m3/day. 

The Fournier Wastewater Treatment Facility did not encounter any major challenges during 2024 and 
satisfied the effluent limits for Carbonaceous BOD5 and Total Suspended Solids. 

Raw sewage analyses were performed quarterly for the Fournier Wastewater Facility.  

1) Total Nitrogen (Kjeldahl) and ammonia 

The treated final Effluent concentration of Ammonia averaged 5.91 mg/L in 2024. 

2) Total Phosphorus 

The treated final effluent concentration of Total Phosphorus averaged 3.70 mg/L in 2024. There is no 
effluent limit for total phosphorus at the Fournier Wastewater Treatment Facility. 

3) Carbonaceous Biological Oxygen Demand (CBOD5) 

The treated final effluent concentration of CBOD5 average 1.67 mg/L in 2024, which is below the effluent 
objective limit of 10 mg/L. 

4) Suspended Solids 

The average treated final effluent concentration for Total Suspended Solids was 9.42 mg/l in 2024, which 
is below the effluent objective limit of 10 mg/L. 

5) E. Coli 

The average treated final effluent concentration for E. Coli was 43767 CFU/100mL in 2024.

The St-Isidore drinking water system is supplied with chloraminated water from the  Lefaivre WTP in 

Alfred-Plantagenet Township. The water first reaches  the Plantagenet booster station which consists 

of: one 84.4 m3 clearwell ; two high lift pumps each rated at 20 L/sec.; a chemical feed system 

designed to boost the chloramine level when needed; one flow meter; two Cl2 analyzers (free and 

total); and one 125 KW standby power generator. The high lift pumps deliver water from the 

clearwell to the water tower in the village of St-Isidore, from where the water is gravity fed to the 

community. The water tower  is equipped with one flow meter; and two Cl2 analyzer (Free and 

Total) for ongoing residual monitoring.

The Limoges water treatment plant was designed as a GUDI Treatment System. It is  operated as a GUDI System; treating 

groundwater that has the potential of being influenced by surface water. The treatment uses a conventional process; 

chemically assisted filtration followed by disinfection. The plant has a rated capacity of 2080 m3/day; services the Village of 

Limoges, the Community of Forest Park, Le Baron Estate, and the Ben Tardif Trailer Park. Raw water is supplied from two  

production wells; delivered via a five km watermain into an aeration basin at the water treatment plant. Further treatment 

is achieved in sequence by chemical oxidation  and a dual train chemically assisted filtration process. Primary disinfection is 

achieved by chlorination followed by chloramination for secondary disinfection. Treated water is stored in two onsite 

water storage reservoirs and then pumped into the distribution system.  The Limoges drinking water system is also being 

supplied with chloraminated water from the Rockland WTP in the City of Clarence-Rockland.  A 10 km transmission 

watermain supplies water to the LWTP from Cheney.  The water first reaches the Re-chlorination building north of Limoges 

which consists of : a chemical feed system designed to boost the chloramine level, one flow meter, two CL2 analyzers 

(before and after chemical injection) and one standby power generator.  Water is then directed to LWTP and into the two 

water storage towers.  All processes are fully automated and monitored using a SCADA System. Operators perform routine 

monitoring, and maintain operation and production records of  the groundwater supply wells, the plant and treatment 

processes, and the distribution systems. The Operators also conduct water quality sampling and testing, and system 

maintenance. The system operates under the MDWL 179-102 and the DWWP 179-202.

The Chemical feed systems consist of chemical pumps, storage tanks, piping and associated appurtances to deliver 

treatment chemicals inluding potassium permanganate, Alum, Polyelectrolyte, Sodium Hypochlorite and Ammonium 

Sulphate.

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Recommendation 

[The Environment Department recommends that Council enter into a new agreement 

with GFL Environmental Inc. for the disposal of municipal solid waste (MSW) for a term 

of ten (10) years.  The agreement includes a provision granting the municipality the right 

to renegotiate its terms on the fifth (5th) anniversary, with the option to extend the 

agreement until December 31, 2035.    

Financial Considerations 

The proposed 10-year agreement aligns with the municipality's long-term financial 

planning, ensuring stable and predictable waste management costs. The disposal rate 

for waste in 2025 shall be set at $72.38 per metric ton. This rate will be adjusted 

annually on each anniversary date of the agreement, based on the Consumer Price 

Index (CPI) issued by the Province of Ontario.  This increase has been budgeted for in 

the 2025 budget and will be allocated from cost center N5890-5000-5210. 

Context  

The previous agreement with Lafleche Environmental Inc., now GFL Environmental Inc., 

initiated in 2001, was for a 20-year period and has been extended twice, most recently 

until December 31, 2024. The extensions were necessary due to GFL's regulatory 

constraints and landfill capacity issues, which prevented a longer-term commitment. 

Report 

The garbage disposal agreement between The Nation Municipality and GFL expired on 

December 31, 2024, and we are currently negotiating a new agreement. Changes within 

GFL's organization and updates to provincial regulations have contributed to the delay 

in renewing the contract.  The option to renegotiate after 5 years will help prevent 

penalties for breach of contract and allow us to add new services, such as composting, 

in response to evolving environmental standards. Furthermore, the proximity of GFL's 

facilities encourages continued use, reducing transportation costs during collection and 

supporting our commitment to efficient and sustainable waste management.

Context  

Petitions serve as an important tool for residents to formally bring issues to the attention 

of Council. However, without a clear and standardized policy, inconsistencies in petition 

submissions may arise, leading to inefficiencies in verification and Council 

consideration. The proposed Petition Submission Standards Policy aims to establish 

clear guidelines to ensure transparency, accuracy, and accountability in the petition 

process. 

Report 

Recently, a petition was submitted to The Nation Municipality that revealed several 

inconsistencies in the process. During the presentation to Council, numerous 

suggestions and details were introduced that were never part of the original petition, 

whether in paper or online format. This raised concerns that residents who signed the 

petition may not have been aware of these additional elements at the time of signing, 

meaning they might have chosen not to support it had they been fully informed. This 

incident underscores the need for a clear and standardized policy to ensure 

transparency and accountability in the petition process. 

The Petition Submission Standards Policy establishes minimum requirements for both 

paper and online petitions submitted for Council consideration. Key components 

include: 

1. General Requirements: 

o Petitions must clearly state their purpose and the specific action being 

requested. 

o A header must identify the document as a petition to The Nation 

Municipality’s Council. 

o Signatories must provide their full name, residential address, and 

signature (for paper petitions); email addresses are optional but 

encouraged for online petitions. 
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2. Submission Process: 

o Paper petitions require handwritten signatures and must be submitted in 

their original format (photocopies or scans are not accepted). 

o Online petitions must be hosted on platforms that collect full names and 

addresses. Verification is required if using platforms like Change.org. 

o Petitions must be submitted to the Clerk’s Office at least two weeks 

before the Council meeting where they are to be presented. 

3. Residency Verification: 

o The municipality reserves the right to verify signatories through municipal 

records (e.g., voter registration, tax rolls). 

o Incomplete or unverifiable entries will be removed from the total count. 

4. Council Consideration & Limitations: 

o Only petitions that meet the established standards will be forwarded for 

Council review. 

o Petitions containing offensive, defamatory, or discriminatory language, or 

those outside the scope of municipal jurisdiction, may be declined. 

5. Policy Review & Amendments: 

o The policy will be reviewed every three years or as needed to ensure 

continued relevance and alignment with municipal practices.

a) This policy ensures that petitions submitted to The Nation Municipality’s Council 
meet the necessary standards for consideration, including clarity, completeness, 
and verification. 

2. Purpose 

a) The purpose of this policy is to define the requirements for submitting petitions, 

ensuring that they are complete, verifiable, and representative of eligible 

residents of The Nation Municipality. 

3. Scope 

a) This policy applies to all petitions, whether submitted in paper or online format, 

intended for consideration by The Nation Municipality’s Council. 

b) This policy does not apply to petitions that are subject to a petition process 

regulated by another level of government (for example, petitions related to 

drainage and local improvements). 

4. Legislative Authority 

a) N/A 

5. Definitions 

a) Petition: A formal request, either written or submitted electronically, signed by 

residents to bring an issue to the attention of Council. 

b) Signatory: An individual who signs a petition and confirms their eligibility as a 

resident of The Nation Municipality. 

c) Eligible Resident: A person who resides or owns property within the boundaries 

of The Nation Municipality as demonstrated by the address provided. 

 

6. Policy 

1. General Requirements 

All petitions must: 

a) Clearly state the purpose of the petition and the specific action being requested. 

b) Include a header identifying it as a petition to The Nation Municipality’s Council. 

c) Each petition must include a statement informing petitioners that it will form part 

of the public record, and that information contained in it may be subject to the 

scrutiny of the Municipality and general public. This statement must be visible to 
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all petitioners and should be included on each page of the petition, where 

possible. 

d) Provide space for each signatory to include: 

i. Full Name (printed clearly) 

ii. Residential Address (including street name, city/town, and postal 

code) 

iii. Signature (for paper petitions) 

iv. Email Address (optional but encouraged for online petitions) 

2. Paper Petitions 

a) Each Signatory must print and sign their own name. 

b) The petition must be legible and free from offensive language. 

c) Submit the original document to the municipal office. Photocopies or scanned 

versions will not be accepted. 

d) The text of the petition, being the petitioners’ cause or position, must be included 

on the petition. The text should be included on each page of the petition, where 

possible. 

3. Online Petitions 

a) Online petitions must: 

i. Be hosted on a platform that allows collection of full names and 

residential addresses. 

ii. Provide a clear declaration confirming the signatory is a resident of The 

Nation Municipality. 

iii. Ensure each signature is unique and verifiable. 

iv. Should be submitted in PDF format where possible, as staff may not be 

able to access all file formats or links. 

7. Responsibilities 

a) The Clerk’s Office is responsible for receiving, verifying, and processing petitions. 

b) Petition organizers must ensure their submissions meet all outlined standards 

before submission. 

8. Residency Verification 

a) For all petitions, the municipality reserves the right to verify signatories' residency 
by cross-referencing municipal records (e.g., voter registration or tax rolls). 
Incomplete or unverifiable entries will be removed from the total count. 
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9. Retention and Disclosure 

a) All petitions submitted to the Municipality will be retained by the Clerk’s Office. 

Petitions meeting the requirements of this policy and therefore presented to and 

received by Council will be kept on file at the Clerk’s Office and will be available 

for public viewing upon request. 

10. Submission Process 

a) Petitions must be submitted to the Clerk’s Office, either in person, by mail, or via 
email for online petitions.

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Report 

[The Limoges Cenotaph Committee presented a proposal to Council, outlining their 

vision for relocating the existing cenotaph to a newly established commemorative park 

at the Limoges Sports Complex. Their presentation highlighted the importance of 

accessibility, visibility, and creating a space for community reflection and veteran 

remembrance. 

Key points from their presentation included: 

 The historical significance of the cenotaph and the need for a more appropriate 

location. 

 The proposed park design, featuring pathways, seating, landscaping, and 

accessibility considerations. 

 A financial framework outlining potential funding sources and requests for in-kind 

municipal support. 

 A long-term vision for maintenance and sustainability, including a request for the 

municipality to assume full responsibility for upkeep post-project completion. 

The Administration acknowledges the passion for this initiative and supports further 

exploration. However, before any municipal commitments are made, the administration 

suggests the following conditions should be addressed in sequence: 

 With the considerable growth of the village of Limoges and the addition of several 

new recreational spaces through development in the upcoming years, the 

administration recommends conducting a recreational study before committing to 

any specific permanent location or project scope. This study would ensure a 

long-term vision for the best placement and integration of active and passive 

parks within the village. 

 After a recreational study, the next steps should be undertaken in sequence: 

o Develop a comprehensive design plan detailing site layout, cenotaph 

placement, and infrastructure. 

o Establish detailed cost estimates and identify funding sources to 

ensure financial feasibility. 

o Implement a phased approach, prioritizing key construction elements 

with estimated timelines to manage financial and logistical constraints 

effectively. 
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To illustrate the financial impact, if the municipality were to assume responsibility for the 

park upon completion, financial planning must be considered. For example, with an 

initial cost of $50,000 and a projected lifespan of 40 years, the municipality would need 

to budget an additional $2,106 per year, accounting for an annual minimal inflation rate 

of 2.5%, to cover long-term asset management costs. 

Once the recreational study is complete and these conditions are met, Council will be in 

a better position to evaluate municipal involvement, ensuring the project aligns with 

long-term recreational planning and financial sustainability. This approach will also allow 

Council to fully understand the long-term cost implications before making a final 

commitment.] 

Relevance to priorities 

[This proposal has the potential to contribute to The Nation Municipality’s community 

spaces and local heritage. However, its execution must be carefully assessed against 

existing municipal priorities and financial constraints to ensure a balanced approach to 

asset management.]

This option involves a 

scaled-down version of the project, such as a cenotaph-only structure which is 

designed to be moveable placed on the grassy area next to the existing flags at 

the complex. This approach will allow for potential relocation in the future if 

Council decides to pursue a more comprehensive park development. 

 Partnership Model: Explore a shared responsibility approach where the 

committee or other stakeholders contribute to yearly costs. 

 Non-Commitment to New Infrastructure: Council may decide not to assume 

responsibility for additional infrastructure at this time, prioritizing existing asset 

management needs over new development, but still play a supporting role. 

 Deferred Decision: Postpone discussions until a more detailed financial impact 

analysis is conducted, ensuring a clearer understanding of long-term costs.

Context  

[Council received the St-Viateur presentation at its February 24th meeting, and 

administration reviewed its contents. This report does not elaborate on what the 

presenters identified as "municipal hurdles" but the administration states that, like any 

project—whether residential, commercial, industrial or institutional—the proponents are 

responsible for addressing growth-related requirements, not the taxpayers. The 

challenges arise from the project itself and its chosen location, not from municipal 

policies, infrastructure, or regulations. 

Report 

[The Municipal Act, 2001 (Section 106) prohibits municipalities from offering direct or 

indirect financial assistance to private businesses, a practice known as "bonusing." This 

ensures fairness and prevents selective subsidies for individual enterprises. 

Waiving development charges or reducing permit fees would create a revenue shortfall 

that must be recovered through general taxation. Under the Planning Act (Section 28), 

municipalities can implement a Community Improvement Plan (CIP) to provide 

incentives, but these programs must apply consistently within designated areas, 

typically village cores, which does not apply in this case. 

As a for-profit enterprise, this facility falls under Section 106 of the Municipal Act, 

2001, which prohibits municipalities from providing direct or indirect financial assistance, 

including exemptions from development charges, fee reductions etc... Providing such 

assistance would violate provincial legislation and create an inequitable financial 

precedent. 

However, in the future, when the municipality undertakes a new Development Charges 

Study, Council can entertain the concept of sector-specific reductions, particularly for 

essential services like daycares, healthcare facilities, and other key community needs.  

This project should follow standard municipal procedures and comply with all applicable 

bylaws and policies.

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Recommendation 

The Environment Department recommends that Council approve the renewal of the 

agreement with Mike's Waste Disposal Inc. for the curbside collection of municipal solid 

waste for a five-years, effective until 2030.  This agreement includes a provision 

allowing the municipality to renegotiate its terms on the fourth anniversary, with the 

option of either terminate or extend the agreement based on operational and financial 

considerations.  

Financial Considerations 

The proposed agreement guarantees continued savings through competitive rates 

below market prices, thereby contributing to the municipality’s long-term financial 

planning. The five-year term ensures cost stability and budget predictability, while also 

offering flexibility for potential adjustments based on market conditions.  Starting in 

2026, the annual collection rate will be set at $104 per unit, with a 1.75% annual 

increase until the end of the agreement in 2030.  These adjustments will be 

incorporated into the 2026 municipal budget under cost center N5870-5000-5210.

Context  

The municipality initially entered into an agreement with Mike’s Waste Disposal Inc. in 

2006 for a three-year term. Over the past 19 years, the contract has been renewed or 

extended four times for short- to medium-term durations. During this period, Mike’s 

Waste Disposal Inc. has consistently demonstrated reliability, operational efficiency, and 

cost-effectiveness, with no reported service deficiencies. Market analysis confirms that 

the supplier’s pricing remains favorable compared to industry standards, reinforcing the 

financial prudence of this extension. 

Report 

The extension of the agreement aligns with the municipality’s strategic objectives of 

ensuring cost-efficient and uninterrupted waste management services. The current 

contract is set to expire at the end of 2025. Renewing the agreement at this stage 

eliminates the need for a formal Request for Proposal (RFP) process, which would 

typically require a 12 to 18-month lead time for potential bidders to procure fleet assets 

and operationalize service delivery.  The five-year term facilitates long-term planning, 

operational stability, and budget predictability while preserving the flexibility to reassess 

contractual terms based on market conditions. Given the supplier’s proven performance 

and cost advantages, a renewal under the proposed terms is the most prudent course 

of action.

That council approve the updated hall rental rates for 2026 to support upcoming 

reservations, as well as the corrected arena rental rates for 2025/2026 to ensure pricing 

accuracy and alignment with regional standards. 

Financial Considerations 

The proposed rates for 2026 have been thoroughly assessed to account for inflation 

and rising operational costs while keeping them accessible for users. Hall rental fees 

will increase by approximately 2% in 2026, ensuring financial sustainability while 

maintaining affordability for the community.  

Additionally, corrections have been made to the 2025-2026 arena rental rates due to 

errors in previous reports. These adjustments ensure accuracy and fair pricing while 

maintaining our alignment with regional benchmarks. Comparisons indicate that our 

rates remain positioned above Champlain but below Casselman and Embrun supporting 

our goal of competitive pricing within the region.

Context  

Since 2025, non-residents have been charged an additional 25% on rental fees to 

ensure priority access and affordability for residents while maintaining fair cost 

distribution. Additionally, eligible non-profit organizations qualify for a 50% discount on 

hall rentals for meetings and parties under the Community Engagement Fund. 

The 2026 rental rates have been introduced in anticipation of early booking requests, 

ensuring transparency for clients and preventing the need for mid-year adjustments. 

The modest increase in arena user fees aligns with regional standards without adding 

undue financial pressure, allowing groups such as minor hockey associations to plan 

accordingly. 

Additionally, necessary corrections to the 2025-2026 arena rental rates ensure that all 

pricing reflects the true cost of facility use and remains consistent with financial planning 

objectives. 

Report 

Hall rental demand has remained steady over the past few years, and projections for 

2026 indicate a similar trend. 

For the St-Isidore arena, an additional 1.5 to 2.5 hours per week have been rented for 

the 2024/2025 season, reflecting an upward trend in facility utilization. The corrected 

pricing ensures accurate cost and proper alignment with regional benchmarks.

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RECOMMENDATION FROM THE PLANNING DEPARTMENT:  

 
The Planning Department recommends the adoption of By-law 1-2025 and approving zoning 
amendment file ZBL-16-2024.  
 
A draft of the project can be found in Annexes 1, 2 & 3. 
 
A draft of the by-law provisions is attached as Annex 4. 

 

PREAMBLE: 

 
On January 27th, 2025, a public meeting was held to present an application to amend zoning by-law, 
file #ZBL-16-2024.  This request was to modify the zoning category of the lot bearing civic number 
583 Limoges Road to allow two accessory apartments within the existing residence and some 
independent accommodation quarters on the property and reduce the rear yard setback to 4.5 
metres.  The Planning Department presented a report and the public and agencies had the 
opportunity to submit comments.  This report will review the comments submitted and generally 
answer questions.  This review can be found under "COMMENTS".   
 

Below is the report presented at the public meeting. 

 

INTRODUCTION: 
 
The owner applied to amend Zoning By-law 2-2006, file ZBL-16-2024, regarding the property 
located at 583 Limoges Road, to allow two accessory apartments within the existing residence and 
some independent accommodation quarters on the property and reduce the rear yard setback to 4.5 
metres.   
 
For this amendment, independent accommodation quarters are defined as small buildings with the 
attribute to house tenants, but without a full, separate kitchen.  These buildings are used in the 
same way as residence rooms but offer greater independence.  The residents will share the 
common kitchen in the nursing residence just like the others. 
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PROVINCIAL POLICY STATEMENT:  
 
The PPS 2024 states; 
 
2.3.1 General Policies for Settlement Areas 
 
1.Settlement areas shall be the focus of growth and development. Within settlement areas, growth 
should be focused in, where applicable, strategic growth areas, including major transit station areas. 
 
2.Land use patterns within settlement areas should be based on densities and a mix of land uses 
which: 
a) efficiently use land and resources; 
b)optimize existing and planned infrastructure and public service facilities; 
c)support active transportation; 
d) are transit-supportive, as appropriate; and 
e) are freight-supportive. 
 
3.Planning authorities shall support general intensification and redevelopment to support the 
achievement of complete communities, including by planning for a range and mix of housing options 
and prioritizing planning and investment in the necessary infrastructure and public service facilities. 

 
The Planning Department can confirm that the zoning by-law amendment meets the intentions of the 
PPS. 

 

OFFICIAL PLAN:  

 
The parcel of property is listed under the "Urban Policy Area" allocation in Appendix A to the Official 
Plan of the United Counties of Prescott and Russell.   
 
Policy 2.3 on residential development encourages a mix of residential and commercial uses within 
urban areas and to densify even the core areas of our urban zones. 
 
The Planning Department can confirm that the zoning by-law amendment meets the intentions of the 
official plan. 

 

ZONING BY-LAW:  
 
The property in question is zoned ‘Institutional’ (I). 
 
The purpose of the amendment request is to change the zoning category of the parcel to 
''Institutional  - Exception (I-X4)''. 
 
The amendment would allow two accessory apartments and independent accommodation quarters 
and reduce the rear yard setback to 4.5 metres.  For this amendment, independent accommodation 
quarters are defined as small buildings with the attribute to house tenants, but without a full, 
separate kitchen.  These buildings are used in the same way as residence rooms but offer greater 
independence. 
 

COMMENTS  
 
Several concerns were raised at the meeting. 
 

Aesthetics 
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We believe it is possible to marry the aesthetics of the proposed buildings with the neighborhood. 
 
Depending on the location of the buildings, this may alleviate concerns about the enjoyment of 
neighbouring properties. 
 
The owners have approached their neighbors and agreed to install an 8-foot-high wooden fence 
along the property lines of 30 Anouk Street and 595 Limoges Road. 
 
Following this compromise between the parties, the SAT is of the opinion that the comments have 
been addressed. 
 

Setbacks 
 
SAT believes it would be preferable to have a minimum setback of 3.5 metres instead of 4.5 metres. 
 We would prefer to have more room in the centre of the project.

BEING A BY-LAW TO AMEND THE COMPREHENSIVE ZONING BY-LAW 2-2006, AS AMENDED; 
 

WHEREAS By-Law 2-2006, the Comprehensive Zoning By-Law, regulates the use and erection of buildings 
and structures in The Nation Municipality; 
 

WHEREAS an application has been received to change the zoning of a certain parcel of land in The Nation 
Municipality; 
 

AND WHEREAS the Council of the Corporation of The Nation Municipality considers it appropriate to amend 
the Zoning By-Law 2-2006, as described; 
 

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the Corporation of The Nation Municipality enacts as follows: 
 

Section 1: The property located on part of Lot 30, Concession 3 in the former Cambridge, now in The 
Nation Municipality, County of Russell, shown on Schedule ‘’A’’, attached to and forming part 
of this By-Law shall be the property affected by this By-Law. 

 

Section 2: Schedule ‘’A’’ of Zoning By-Law 2-2006 is hereby amended by changing from ‘’Institutional 
Zone (I)’’ to ‘’Institutional Zone Exception (I-X4)’’ the symbol of the parcel of land indicated on 
the attached Schedule ‘’A’’ hereto made fully part of this by-law. 

 

Section 3: Subsection 5.11.4 of Zoning By-Law 2-2006 entitled ‘’Exception Zones’’, is hereby amended 
by adding the following new paragraph: 

 
5.11.4.4 I-X4,    583 Limoges Road, Limoges 

 
Notwithstanding Section 5.11, ‘’Institutional Zone’’ of Zoning By-Law 2-2006, hereof to the 
contrary, on the land zoned I-X4, two accessory apartments and independent 
accommodation quarters shall also be permitted, the minimum interior side and  rear yard 
shall be 3 metres and a 2.4 metres opaque wooden fence shall be installed along the 
property line of civic numbers 30 Anouk Street and 595 Limoges Road. 

 
  For the purpose of this By-Law, an ‘’independent accommodation quarter’’ shall mean one or 

more buildings used exclusively as a sleeping and living accommodation without a full kitchen 
as they shall have full access to the general kitchen of the residence.  The buildings shall be 
comparable to the rooms already existing within the nursing residence and shall be seen 
more independent.  

 

Section 4: All provisions of By-Law 2-2006 shall continue to apply.

AND WHEREAS the intent of the Weed Control Act is to: a) Reduce the 
infestation of noxious weeds that negatively impact agricultural and 
horticultural lands; b) Prevent the spread of plant diseases by eliminating 
plant disease hosts such as common barberry and European buckthorn; c) 
Mitigate health hazards to livestock and agricultural workers caused by 
poisonous plants; 

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the Corporation of The Nation 
Municipality enacts as follows; 

1. THAT Daniel R. Desforges and Eric Fontaine are hereby appointed as 
Municipal Weed Inspectors for The Nation Municipality, to oversee the 
enforcement of the Weed Control Act;
